1. UNIX Commands
1) Create a sub-directory called <temp> in your home directory which is the working directory when you just log in.  

2) Create a sub-directory called <subtemp> in <temp>

3) Create file ex1.txt in <temp> and ex2.txt in <subtemp>
   
4) Check file type and file's user access mode for file ex1.txt and ex2.txt

5) rename ex1.txt as ex1 and move it to $HOME

6) change file permissions of ex1, add user and group execute permission. 
	
7) copy file ex1 to your home directory

8) copy the whole <temp> to $HOME/temp1

9) remove all files and sub-directories in <temp>   

10) remove <temp>
  
2.  VI editor
1) Open Try.java by vi
2) Find ConfigFile by moving cursor

3)Append XXX to ConfigFile

4) Append multiple lines after the line including ConfigFile

5) Delete XXX

6) Copy the first 10 lines

7) Delete the first 10 lines

8) Save it

9) edit a new file with name Try1.java

10) Paste the copied lines in the file

11) Save it and exit

12) Open Try.java again

13) replace all import with IMPORT

14) Merge the file Try.java into the file Try1.java after the line including handle, save and exit.
